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Vote for Your New Library! - Bond Election March 10th

There will be an Alamogordo city bond election on March 10 for several needed projects, including $3.5 million
for the library building project. There are six questions on the ballot, and the library question is #1. Unlike the
2005 bond election, voting Yes for the library will not increase your property taxes.

The block of land and the old grocery store building one block west of the current library building (a $1,600,000
value) have already been donated to the City for a library building. The State of New Mexico has granted
$1,223,000 for the project and the Sheldon Trust has granted $520,000.
